As a result, I ended up with
my aunt and uncle. My aunt started abusing me, and at 18 years old I left and went to my grandma’s
house in Florida.

I
was praying for a change in my life, and I felt like that was something that I had to do. I met a girl in
church, and she led me to the Miami Rescue Mission.

I felt good at the Mission because I never had a father figure. The older residents in the Mission, the
graduates and staff, gave me fatherly advice and I took it as a blessing. I felt adopted! I felt a lot of love
— something that I never had in my life since I was a child. That type of love and friendship made me
feel comfortable at the Mission.

The Education Center was the best part of being at the Mission. I got to go back to school and I
became a ‘red pen’; which means I tutored my fellow brothers and showed them what I knew. It felt so
good to bless them like they had blessed me.

My goal is to get closer to God; by changing my old ways and having a new beginning. I aim to
finish school at Miami-Dade College to be a paramedic and get my certificate to be a firefighter.
